Explanation of Results:

November:

· November results were severely impacted by a series of windstorms, rain and record snowfall on Vancouver Island and Lower Mainland BC. Aerial cables were severed by the heavy snow and numerous commercial power failures caused local outages as backup generator fuel supplies were depleted. 

· In anticipation of the increased trouble reports, TELUS invoked its Emergency Operations procedures. These measures included bringing in contractors, requiring extended hours and mandatory overtime, and re-deploying construction and installation technicians to assist in restoring service.

October:

· The standard was exceeded for the month as a result of ongoing process efficiencies and improved manpower resourcing.
September:

· September results reflect continuous improvement as TELUS focused on increased workload capacity along with process efficiencies/refinements to meet demand in high volume areas.
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
